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CEHARITY LCO0OMMISSION

In the matter of the following Charities, in the former Urban District
of Melton Mowbray as constituted on the 31st March 1974, in
the County of Leicestershire, comprised in a conveyance dated
the 9th October 1793 and in Schemes of the Charity Commissioners
of the 1lst June 1914, the 11th June 1975 and the 23rd April
1980:-

1. The Charity known as the Town Estate (exclusive of
the Charity called The Town Estate Educational
Foundation constituted by the said Scheme of the
1st June 1914);
2. The said Charity called The Town Estate Educational
Foundation; and
In the matter of the Charities Act 1960.

THE CHARITY COMMISSIONERS FOR ENGLAND AND WALES HEREBY ORDER that
the following Scheme be approved and established as the Scheme for the
regulation of the above-mentioned Charities:-—

SCHEME

1. Administration of Charities, The above-mentioned Charities
and the property thereof shall be administered and managed together
as one Charity under the title of the Town Estate (hereinafter referred
to as the Charity) subject to and in conformity with the provisions
of this Scheme by the body of Feoffees hereinafter constituted as the
charity trustees thereof.

2. Vesting. The 1land with the buildings thereon belonging to
the Charities numbered 1 and 2 above is hereby wvested in the Official
Custodian for Charities for all the estate and interest therein belonging
to or held in trust for those Charities in so far as the said land has
not already been so vested.
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3. Area of benefit. In this Scheme the expression "area of benefit"
shall mean the area of the former Urban District of Melton Mowbray as
constituted on the 31st March 1974.

FEOFFEES

4, Feoffees. (1) The body of Feoffees shall consist when complete
of 14 competent persons.

(2) Except at first as hereinafter provided twelve of the Feoffees
shall be elected at the annual town meeting to be held as hereinafter
provided and shall subject to the provisions hereinafter contained for
determination of trusteeship hold office from the end of the annual
town meeting at which they are elected until the end of the fourth annual
town meeting following that at which they are elected.

(3) Except at first as hereinafter provided two of the Feoffees
(who shall be known by the titles of the Senior Townwarden and Junior
Townwarden respectively) shall be elected at the annual town meeting
to be held as hereinafter provided and shall subject to the provisions
hereinafter contained for determination of trusteeship hold office from
the end of the annual town meeting at which they are elected until the
end of the annual town meeting following that at which they are elected.

(4) No person shall be eligible for appointment as a Feoffee unless
he or she 1is resident in the area of benefit at the time of such
appointment.

5., First Feoffees, (1) The following persons shall be the first
Feoffees for the purposes of clause 4(2) hereof and subject to the
provisions hereinafter contained for determination of trusteeship shall
hold office for the following periods respectively:

Andrew Niven Tildesley Aikman, of 8 Hamilton Drive,
William Malcolm Coleman, of 2 Sussex Avenue,
John Thorpe Crosher, of 79 Sandy Lane, all in Melton Mowbray,
all until the end of the fourth annual town meeting following the
date of this Scheme;
John Weldon Greenslade, of 101 Sandy Lane,
Hubert Raymond Hipkin, of Waverley House, the Park,
Raymond Walter Ladbury, of Hamilton Stables, Hamilton Drive,
all in Melton Mowbray,
all until the end of the third annual town meeting following the said
date;
Eric Ernest Scammell, of 8 Norfolk Drive,
Raymond George Sealy, of 4 Hamilton Drive,
Arthur William Shouler, of the Leys, Kirby Lane, all in Melton
Mowbray,
all until the end of the second annual town meeting following the
said date; and
Bruce Christopher McGregor Williamson, of Penarth, Nottingham
Road,
Margaret Mary Routen, of 12 Hamilton Drive, and
Gilbert Malcolm Percival King, of 5 Gloucester Crescent, all
in Melton Mowbray,
all until the end of the first annual town meeting following the said
date. -
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(2) The following persons shall be the first Feoffees for the
purposes of clause 4(3) hereof and subject to the provisions hereinafter
contained for determination of trusteeship shall heold office until
the end of the first annual town meeting to be held as hereinafter
provided following the date of this Scheme:

Thomas Robert Lowther, of 12 Dulverton Road, and
John Sanderson, of 99 Sandy Lane, both in Melton Mowbray
aforesaid.

6. Declaration by Feoffees, Ne person shall be entitled to act
as a Feoffee whether on a first or on any subsequent entry intoc office
until after signing in the minute bock of the Feoffees a declaration
of acceptance and of willingness to act in the trusts of this Scheme.

7. Determination of trusteeship. Any Feoffee who ceases to reside
in the area of benefit or who is absent from all meetings of the Feoffees
during a period of one year or who is adjudged bankrupt or makes a
composition or arrangement with his or her creditors or who is
incapacitated from acting or who communicates in writing to the Feoffees
a wish to resign shall cease thereupon to be a Feoffee.

8. Vacancies. Upon the occurrence of a vacancy the Feoffees
shall cause a note thereof to be entered in their minute book at their
next meeting. Any competent Feoffee may be re-appointed,

MEETINGS AND PROCEEDINGS OF FEOFFEES

9. Ordinary meetings. The Feoffees shall hold at least two ordinary
meetings in each year.

10. First meeting. The first meeting of the Feoffees shall be
summoned by the person holding the office of Senior Town Warden immediately
before the date of this Scheme or if he fails for three calendar months
after the date of this Scheme to summon a meeting by any two of the
Feoffees.

11. Chairman. The Fecoffees at their first ordinary meeting in
each year shall elect one of their number to be chairman of their meetings
until the commencement of the first ordinary meeting in the following
year. The chairman shall always be eligible for re-election. If at
any meeting the chairman is not present within ten minutes after the
time appointed for holding the same or there is no chairman the Feoffees
present shall choose one of their number to be chairman of the meeting.

12. Special meetings. A special meeting may be summoned at any
time by the chairman or any two Feoffees upon not less than four days'
notice being given to the other Feoffees of the matters to be discussed.
A special meeting may be summoned to take place immediately after an
ordinary meeting.

13. Quorum. There shall be a quorum when five Feoffees are present
at a meeting.

14. Voting. Every matter shall be determined by the majority
of votes of the Feoffees present and voting on the question. In case

of equality of votes the chairman of the meeting shall have a casting
vote whether he or she has or has not voted previously on the same
question but no Feoffee in any other circumstances shall give more
than one vote.

15. Minutes and accounts. A minute book and books of account
shall be provided and Kkept by the Feoffees. Statements of account
in relation to the Charity shall be prepared and transmitted to the
Charity Commissioners in accordance with the provisions of the Charities
Act 1960, except if and in so far as the Charity is excepted by order
or regulations.

16. General power to make resgulations. Within the limits prescribed
by +this Scheme the Feoffees may from time to time make and alter
regulations for the management of the Charity and for the conduct of
their business and in perticular with reference to -

(1) the summoning of meetings, the deposit of money at a
proper bank and the custody of documents,

(2) the appointment of a <treasurer and such other unpaid
officers as the Feoffees may consider necessary and the
fixing of their respective terms of office and duties:

(3) the engagement and dismissal of a secretary and such
other paid officers and servants as the Feoffees may
consider necessary and the fixing of their respective
terms of employment and duties; and

(4) the terms and conditions upon which the land and buildings
belonging to the Charity may be wused by inhabitants
of the area of benefit and others.

17. Committees. The Feoffees may from time to time appoint any
two or more of their number toc be a committee for the purpose of
discharging any function or performing any duty which in their opiniocn
would be more efficiently undertaken by a committee: Provided that
all acts and proceedings of committees shall be reported fully and promptly
to the Feoffees.

USE OF PROPERTY
18. Use of property. The Feoffees may appropriate any of the

land or buildings belonging to the Charity for charitable purposes for
the general benefit of the inhabitants of the area of benefit.

MANAGEMENT OF LANDS

19. Management and letting of land. The Feoffees shall let and
otherwise manage all the land belonging to the Charity not required
toc be retained or occupied for the purposes specified in clause 18 hereof
subject to such consents as are required by law.

20. Leases. The Feoffees shall provide that on the grant by them
of any lease the lessee shall execute a counterpart thereof. Every
lease shall contain covenants con the part of the lessee for the payment
of rent, the proper cultivation of the land and all other usual and
proper covenants applicable to the property comprised therein and a
provise for re-entry on non-payment of the rent or non-performance of
the covenants.
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21. Repair and insurance. The Feoffees shall keep in repair
and insure to the full wvalue thereof against fire and other usual risks
all the buildings of the Charity not required to be kept in repair
and insured by the lessees or tenants thereof and shall suitably insure
in respect of public liability and employer's liability.

APPLICATION OF INCOME

22. Expenses of management. The Feoffees shall first defray
out of the income of the Charity the cost of maintaining the property
of the Charity (including the repair and insurance of any buildings
thereon) and all other charges and outgoings payable in respect thereof
and all the proper costs, charges and expenses of and incidental to
the administration and management of the Charity.

23. Application of income. (1) Subject to payment of the expenses
aforesaid the Feoffees shall apply the income of the Charity for charitable
purposes for the benefit of the inhabitants of the area of benefit,
in such ways as the Feoffees think fit.

(2) The Feoffees may apply income for charitable purposes as aforesaid
either directly or by way of donations or subscriptions to institutions
or organisations which apply or which undertake to apply the whole
or part of their income for such charitable purposes.

TOWN MEETINGS
24. Town meetings. (1) There shall be an annual town meeting

in connection with the Charity which shall be held in the month of
October in each year or as scon as practicable thereafter.

(2) The Feoffees shall present to each annual town meeting the
report and accounts of the Charity for the preceding year, and the
business of the meeting shall include the appointment and remuneration
of an auditor for the ensuing year.

(3) The Feoffees may at any time, and shall if so requested in
writing by at least twelve inhabitants of the area of benefit, call
a special town meeting to discuss any question relating to the Charity:
Provided that the Feoffees shall not be bound by any views expressed
whether by resolution or otherwise, by those attending any such special
town meeting, or any annual town meeting.

(4) All inhabitants of the area of benefit of 18 years of age
and upward shall be entitled to attend and vote at the annual town
meeting and any special town meeting.

(5) Public notice of every town meeting shall be given in the
area of benefit at least 14 days before the date thereof, specifying
in the case of a special town meeting the matter or matters to be discussed
thereat.
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
